FACKHAM HALL (M) RUNTIME: 97mins
A spoof that crosses Downton Abbey with Flying High and 
Monty Python, Fackham Hall follows lovable pick-pocket Eric 
Noone as he lands a job at a unique English manor house. He 
quickly rises through the ranks, and a forbidden romance 
with lady-of-the-house Rose Davenport blossoms.
THE BRIDE (MA) RUNTIME: 126mins
A lonely Frankenstein (Bale) travels to 1930s Chicago to ask 
groundbreaking scientist Dr. Euphronious (five-time Oscar 
nominee Annette Bening) to create a companion for him. The 
two revive a murdered young woman and The Bride 
(Buckley) is born. What ensues is beyond what either of them 
imagined: Murder! Possession! A wild and radical cultural 
movement! And outlaw lovers in a wild and combustible 
romance!
GOAT (PG) RUNTIME : 100mins
The story follows Will, a small goat with big dreams who gets 
a once-in-a-lifetime shot to join the pros and play roarball – a 
high-intensity, co-ed, full-contact sport dominated by the 
fastest, fiercest animals in the world. Will’s new teammates 
aren’t thrilled about having a little goat on their roster
REMINDERS OF HIM (CTC) RUNTIME: 110mins
After prison, Kenna attempts to reconnect with her young 
daughter but faces resistance from everyone except a bar 
owner with ties to her child. As they grow closer, Kenna must 
confront her past mistakes to build a hopeful future.
PROJECT HAIL MARY (M) RUNTIME: 156mins
Science teacher Ryland Grace (Ryan Gosling) wakes up on a 
spaceship light years from home with no recollection of who 
he is or how he got there. As his memory returns, he begins 
to uncover his mission: solve the riddle of the mysterious 
substance causing the sun to die out.
HOPPERS (PG) RUNTIME: 104mins
An animal lover seizes an opportunity to use technology that 
places her consciousness into a robotic beaver, uncovering 
mysteries within the animal world that are beyond anything 
she could've imagined.
